BUENOS AIRES – MENDOZA – SANTIAGO DE CHILE
ITINERARY


DAY 1 – ARRIVAL IN BUENOS AIRES – THE PARIS OF SOUTH AMERICA
Upon arrival at Buenos Aires International Airport, you will be warmly welcomed by our team and transferred to your selected hotel.
In the afternoon, enjoy a panoramic half-day city tour of this vibrant and passionate metropolis. Discover its unique contrasts, from historic neighborhoods to elegant, modern districts.
Stroll through San Telmo, with its bohemian charm and cobblestone streets; La Boca, birthplace of tango and a symbol of Italian immigration; and Recoleta, where you’ll visit its iconic cemetery—an architectural masterpiece.
Experience the dynamism of Puerto Madero, the cosmopolitan air of Retiro, the grandeur of the Teatro Colón—one of the top five opera houses in the world—plus major landmarks such as Plaza de Mayo, Avenida de Mayo, and the National Congress.
Throughout the tour, Buenos Aires will reveal stories of immigrants, tango-born passions, and legends from a time when Argentina was among the world’s wealthiest nations.
2 nights accommodation in Buenos Aires.

DAY 2 – BUENOS AIRES – GAUCHO TRADITION & THE PASSION OF TANGO
After breakfast, we set off on an unforgettable full-day excursion to Santa Susana Ranch, an authentic countryside estancia.
Immerse yourself in the traditions of rural Argentina as you journey into the heart of the pampas. Here, time slows down: the open skies, fresh air, and sweeping plains evoke a bygone era.
Discover the rich history and legacy of the gauchos, iconic horsemen known for their skill, bravery, and independence. Tour the ranch, enjoy folkloric music and dance shows, and marvel at equestrian displays.
A typical Argentine barbecue lunch with local wines will be served, accompanied by live music and regional dances.
In the evening, the magic continues with a tango dinner show at the legendary Porteño Tango House. Let yourself be captivated by passionate dancers, live orchestra music, and an ambiance that reflects the soul of Buenos Aires. A traditional Argentine dinner with drinks is included.

DAY 3 – BUENOS AIRES – MENDOZA: INTO THE HEART OF WINE COUNTRY
Breakfast at the hotel. At the scheduled time, transfer to the airport for your flight to Mendoza, Argentina’s wine capital nestled between the Andes and vast vineyards.
Upon arrival, transfer to your selected hotel.
In the afternoon, embark on a panoramic city tour. Begin at the city’s historic foundation site, then explore the City Center, Government House, and the expansive General San Martín Park, a symbol of urban-nature harmony. Ascend Cerro de la Gloria for panoramic views, and visit the Frank Romero Day Greek Theatre, home to the famous National Grape Harvest Festival.
3 nights accommodation in Mendoza.

DAY 4 – MENDOZA – UCO VALLEY: THE SOUL OF MENDOZA WINES
After breakfast, enjoy a full-day wine tour to Uco Valley, one of Argentina’s most prestigious wine regions.
Accompanied by a wine expert, visit three top wineries (such as Salentein, Clos de los Siete, Andeluna, Atamisque, among others). Discover the entire winemaking process—from vineyard care to fermentation, bottling, and of course, tasting.
Learn how to evaluate wine characteristics, the importance of corks and glasses, and tasting techniques.
Enjoy a gourmet lunch at a winery, paired with local wines.
DAY 5 – MENDOZA – FREE DAY OR OPTIONAL EXPERIENCES
Breakfast at the hotel. Enjoy a free day to explore Mendoza at your own pace.
Optional activities include a wine tour in Luján de Cuyo, birthplace of Malbec, or in the central wine region, blending tradition with innovation.
For adventure lovers: consider rafting on the Mendoza River, horseback riding in the foothills, or biking through vineyards.DIA 6  MENDOZA  – SANTIAGO DE CHILE Cruce de los Andes 
DAY 6 – MENDOZA – SANTIAGO DE CHILE: CROSSING THE ANDES
Breakfast at the hotel. At the scheduled time, transfer to the airport to board your flight to Santiago, the dynamic Chilean capital nestled at the foot of the Andes.
Arrival, reception, and transfer to the selected hotel.
In the afternoon, enjoy a comprehensive city tour of Santiago. Discover the charming western residential districts and visit La Moneda Presidential Palace. Walk along Paseo Ahumada to Plaza de Armas, home to the Cathedral, Old Post Office, and National Historical Museum.
Drive along Bernardo O’Higgins Avenue to see San Francisco Church, the city’s oldest building. Conclude the tour with a panoramic view from San Cristóbal Hill, crowned by a statue of the Virgin Mary and offering spectacular views of the city and the Andes.
3 nights accommodation in Santiago.
DAY 7 – SANTIAGO – VALPARAÍSO & VIÑA DEL MAR: ART, SEA & GARDENS
After breakfast, embark on a full-day excursion to Chile’s Pacific Coast, visiting Valparaíso and Viña del Mar.
Travel through the fertile valleys of Curacaví and Casablanca, dotted with olive groves, orchards, and vineyards.
In Valparaíso, a UNESCO World Heritage Site, ride its historic funiculars, explore vibrant hills, and enjoy views of the bustling port. Visit Plaza Sotomayor, the Naval Headquarters, and walk along Cerro Concepción and the scenic Gervasoni and Atkinson promenades.
Then continue to Viña del Mar, the “Garden City,” known for its parks and beaches. See the Flower Clock, Reñaca Beach, the coastal promenade, and Fonk Museum.

DIA 8 SANTIAGO DE CHILE - Concha y Toro
